Using "Respect for nature" and "Protecting 
Nature" as a central philosophical precept, ecological civilization aims to build harmonious relationships among humans, 
society, and nature, and to establish sustainable modes for production and consumption, and therefore, leading towards a 
sustainable development path. The concept of ecological civilization reflects an important change in the understanding of 
development. 

That is, development, if sustainable, must entail the right relationship between humans and nature. This concept emphasizes 
people's consciousness and self-discipline, and emphasizes the mutual dependence, mutual promotion, and harmony among 
peoples, and between people and the natural environment. Ecological civilization is a concept that emerges from considerations 
of traditional civilizations, and an evaluation of contemporary problems in industrial civilization. Topics of the congress include:
